Potential buyers* offer how much they
will pay for something, which is called making a bid, and the buyer who is
able to bid the highest price must then buy the thing. The English auction is
known for being used to sell high-value items like antiques and artwork, but
is also frequently used for selling more ordinary goods.

Another type of auction is the Dutch auction. In the traditional Dutch
auction, the seller begins by asking a very high price, which is then lowered
until buyers are willing to accept the price being offered. (;/The winning

buyer or buyers pay the last announced price. It is called a Dutch auction

because its best-known example is the Dutch tulip auctions. In addition to
flower sales in the Netherlands, Dutch auctions are frequently used
worldwide for selling other perishable commodities®, such as fresh fish, fruit
and vegetables. Outside of this type of product, ( X ), the Dutch auction
is not nearly as widely used as the English auction.
