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Japan’s passport is very strong. Japanese tourists can travel to 191
countries without needing to prepare a visa*, which is more than any other
nationality. However, as July 2025, only about 21.6 million people
in Japan have valid passports. This is just 17.5% of the population, which
is very low compared to other OECD* countries like, for example, the United
Kingdom, about 85% of the people have passports, or South Korea,
where the proportion is 68%.

Before the COVID-19 pandemic, Japan’s number was higher, at about a
quarter of the population, but during the pandemic, foreign travel stopped
almost , and many people chose not to renew their passports. Even
after international travel became possible again, @far fewer people in Japan
got new passports, compared to other countries.

One reason for this is money. When the yen is weak, traveling abroad is
more expensive. Flights, hotels, and shopping in other countries cost more
than they gdid when the yen was stronger.

Culture is important too. In Japan, people tend not to take many
consecutive holidays* from work, so there isn’t much time for overseas trips.

Also, gmany Japanese are not confident speaking English, so traveling to

foreign countries can feel difficult or stressful.

One more big reason is that many Japanese think that they can find
everything they want just by traveling inside Japan. The country has plenty
of beautiful locations, from the snowy north to the tropical south, and a
long and very interesting history. Also, it has good transport and tourist
infrastructure*, which makes it easy to book a hotel and drive, or catch a train
or a plane, to anywhere across the country.

Japan’s passport may be the best in the world, but for many Japanese, the

best vacations, cheap and stress-free, can be found without ever leaving Japan.
